1. Approval of meeting minutes from May 7, 2012

Representative Diane Sands moved to approve the minutes.  The minutes passed unanimously.

2. RFQ – comments/discussion
· Correct the typos in the RFQ. 
· Angie added the hardware language.

· Kim suggested adding that the Plexiglas protection will not be in the art budget.

· Under timeline: 
· The stipend of $1200 per artist added.

· Select date for release of RFQ.  Kim added to allow enough time for the artists to provide responses.  She suggested moving the response date to July 13 and moving all deadlines back with the contract signing date of November 1.

· The finalist notification will be August 17.

· It was suggested to change "non-deteriorating" to "stable and durable".

· Detail the location.  The RFQ states "it is up to the artist to decide the size of the mural".  The size can be negotiated.

· The consensus is that based on discussion the RFQ is good to go.

· Monica will email the members the documents while Angie is out of the office.
3. Invitation form – status update
· Jennifer had edits to the form:  "please include a copy of photo".
· Senator Moss related she gave a short presentation to the AAUW.  She used the form as a test with the group.  She received one story from this presentation.

· Everything will go through the Montana History Foundation.  They will transfer the funds received to the Historical Society.
· The model release form needs editing.  Remove workshop from the form and add photographer and image.  Because of copyright laws, the photographer also needs to release the image.  Copyright law covers 50 years.  The submitter must sign the model release form.  If the subcommittee chooses to use the photo, then they will track down the photographer.
· This information is for research with a possibility of publication.  More elaboration of how the use of images and by whom.
· All final forms will be on the CCAC webpage.

4. Fundraising

· Senator Moss reported there is a plan of organizations to contact for donations.  
· Hope to raise the $35,000 as soon as possible.  

· Identify opportunities for donors and move down through the groups.
5. Budget discussion

· Senator Moss spoke with Amy Sullivan and the Montana History Foundation will not charge any fees for their work on the project.

· The Montana History Foundation will act as the fiscal agent.
· A $10,000 endowment will cover maintenance.  We will establish an endowment with The Montana Community Foundation.

· SlideRoom needs to be up and running as quickly as possible to receive the artist submissions.  The training takes 30 minutes.  The trained reviewers need to be in place by July 17.  Kim will look for someone to work with SlideRoom for the project.
