1. Approval of meeting minutes from April 26, 2012

Liz Gans suggested adding 'final' to 'payment with acceptance of art' and to remove 'copyright'. 
Rep Bangerter offered a motion to adopt the corrected minutes, which passed unanimously.

2. Finalize RFQ
Comments or suggestions:  
· Liz Gans suggested not specifying how many finalists in the timeline.

· There was a suggestion to supply photos in the RFQ. Kim added that a computer savvy artist would put their drawings on the wall to show the panel how it would look.  Remove the 'visit the mural site' language on the August 1st date on the timeline. 
· Angie will add photos to the RFQ and will post on the CCAC website.
3. Selection Process – Kim Hurtle, Montana Arts Council 
· Kim spoke of the possible composition of the selection panel.  She stated it is important to have a narrative artist on the panel.  Kim stressed the difference between a voting member and an advisor.  She also suggested an architect, GSD, and a historian to represent the building. 

· There was discussion of possible members of the selection panel and advisors to aid the process.  It was agreed to have a selection panel of five members:  Senator Moss, Representative Bangerter, Representative Sands, a narrative artist, and a historian.  The advisors would include the state architect, Tom O’Connell and GSD as advisors for the technical questions referring to the building.  Representative Sands will speak to Mary Murphy to invite her to participate on the panel as the consulting historian.  Kim will submit three names of artists.
· Representative Sands offered a motion to approve the selection panel of three legislators, an artist, and the historian, which passed unanimously.

4. Nomination form – status update
· Add language that contributions are not required to share stories. 
· Suggestions for photos:

· Label photo on back. 
· If person is alive and under 50 years then we need a model release form – especially children.
· Kim will send Angie an electronic copy of the model release form used by the Montana Arts Council.
· Representative Sands reminded the members that this is about the collective action of women’s groups to build communities.  She suggested broadening the wording in the RFQ to clarify the point.
· Senator Moss will contact with the Montana History Foundation about fees and using their address for submissions and donations.
· Kim recommended not listing or publishing the selection panel names until after the project is over.
5. Fundraising

· Define a budget with cost of SlideRoom, stipends and all of the costs.
· Community leaders may assist in fundraising. 

· Board members of Montana History Foundation may be helpful in fundraising.

· Representative Sands will develop the fundraising plan.
